A. MEETING CALLED TO ORDER 
At the Regular Session of the City Council of University City held on the fifth floor of City Hall, on Monday, December 8, 2014, Mayor Shelley Welsch called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.

C. APPROVAL OF AGENDA

Mr. Walker stated that he had provided Council with a copy of the report concerning Publico’s request for a liquor license and would ask that it be added to the City Manager’s report.  


Mr. Walker also requested that Bill 9244 be removed from the agenda to allow Council the opportunity of discussing the benefit adjustments during a study session in early 2015. 
Dr. Carr asked for Council to be provided with an opportunity to read Publico’s report prior to taking a vote and was provided.  
The agenda as amended was approved unanimously.

Mr. Sullivan expressed concerns about the following issues:

· The conflict of interest created by the Mayor’s obligation as a member of the Loop Trolley TDD Board. 

· Dwindling support of the Loop Trolley by University City residents.
· The 75 percent reduction of street sweeping activities within the City. 
· The need for new development along North and South, Midland and Olive Boulevard.

J. CONSENT AGENDA 

K. CITY MANAGER’S REPORT 
1. Approval of award to Piro Signs, Inc. for the digital message board procurement and installation in the amount of $44,200.00:  one double-sided message board at Centennial Commons and two single-sided signs at Olive and Pennsylvania.
Mr. Sharpe moved to approve, seconded by Mr. Jennings.

Mr. Glickert stated that since signage already existed at Olive and Pennsylvania, he wondered if it would be more advantageous to place new signs at two new locations to provide more coverage for residents to view.  Mr. Walker stated that Mr. Glickert had raised a very good point that he would discuss with staff once the signs have been acquired.  
Voice vote on Mr. Sharpe’s motion carried unanimously. 

2. Approval to authorize the City Manager to sign the grant application to request funds to make improvements to the Recycling Drop-Off area.

Mr. Glickert moved to approve, seconded by Dr. Carr and the motion carried unanimously.

3. Approval of award to Gamma Tree Experts, LLC in the amount of $59,362.00 for trimming of trees at various locations.
Mr. Jennings moved to approve, seconded by Mr. Glickert.

Dr. Carr asked Mr. Walker why additional tree experts were being utilized instead of City staff.  Mr. Walker stated that for many years the City has had to supplement its staff resources and this firm has the equipment needed to cut and trim the trees.

Voice vote on Mr. Jenning’s motion carried unanimously.

4. Approval to authorize the City Manager to enter into a contract with Chiodini Architects to perform a space needs and facility analysis for the Police Department.

Mr. Glickert moved to approve, seconded by Dr. Carr.

Dr. Carr asked Mr. Walker for the dollar amount of monies that had been set aside in the budget for this contract.  Mr. Walker stated that some of the funds will be consolidated.  There was a resolution of Council in June 2014 that related to engineering, architectural services, interior consultant for additional evaluation in the amount of $115,000 and would come out of the committed fund reserves.
Voice vote on Mr. Glickert’s motion carried unanimously.

5. Approval to authorize the City Manager’s recommendation to approve the request for a liquor license submitted by Publico, located at 6579 Delmar Boulevard.

Mr. Glickert moved to approve, seconded by Mr. Jennings and the motion carried unanimously.
Mr. Glickert thanked staff for gathering all of this information in an expeditious manner and Council for their approval of this request at tonight’s meeting.  He noted the business’ request was made in order for the business to have the license for the holiday season.

P. COUNCIL COMMENTS

Dr. Carr stated that the town hall meeting on flood mitigation was attended by approximately 50 people were in attendance, many of whom expressed the fact that the meeting was exceedingly helpful.  Dr. Carr thanked Mr. Wilson and Ms. Fuhler for their support in this effort.  As a result of this meeting a citizens’ task force was formed to address some of the ongoing problems associated with flood mitigation.  The task force will conduct its first meeting in January.  Persons interested in joining the task force should contact Dr. Carr.  

Mayor Welsch stated that last Thursday she held a meeting of the Citizen Volunteer Corps., whose next meeting will be held in March of 2015.  The Volunteer Corps consists of nine separate groups that work on a variety of issues.  The two groups designed to organize a community conversation on race, class and culture and to reach the unbanked and under-banked of University City will take part in workshops being held during the Martin Luther King Day celebration at the University City High School on January 17th.  Workshops will be conducted in the morning and the program will begin at 1 p.m.  

In response to a question received from a resident inquiring about how citizens could make donations to the police department, Mayor Welsch stated that donations to the police department are automatically forwarded to Backstoppers, an organization that helps families of police officers who have been hurt in the line of duty, unless the donation specifically indicates that it is to be used in support of the City’s Canine Unit. 


Mayor Welsch wished everyone a happy holiday season.
